Request to Approve Board Minutes of – 2/1/2007 – Leighton Carver made a motion to accept the minutes as written and Burt Batty seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.

Req. for action or discussion – David Harris’ Junkyard License Renewal – Chairman Pearson stated that he and Tom Fortier spoke with Doug Marble, Code Enforcement Officer, and he stated that the Board is not required to grant the renewal because of the additional violations that Mr. Harris has at his facility.  Doug also stated that the Department of Environmental Protection is not completely satisfied with the junkyard and he recommended to Jim and Tom not to renew the license.  Following discussion, Leighton Carver made a motion to deny the junkyard license renewal for David Harris and Richard Goodall seconded.  The motion passed 4-0.

Req. for action or discussion – Malamute Investment Management / Hathorn Block – Tom stated that Doug Marble, Code Enforcement Officer, inspected the building this date and the current owners have removed the immediate hazards and now have until June 1, 2007 to complete necessary repairs to the building.  Following discussion, it was the Board’s consensus to pursue an Executive Session with Cliff Goodall, Esq. regarding the legal process that the Town is involved in.

Req. for action or discussion – Maine State Retirement System – Tom mentioned that the Town has met with a representative from MSRA and will possibly move forward with the plan once feedback is received from employees.  He stated that there are eleven plans to choose from and after a 2.9% contribution from the Town, employees would contribute 8% weekly.  This retirement plan can be in place by July 1 if the Town paperwork is prepared in advance.

Req. for action or discussion – Corwin v. Richmond and Richmond v. DMT Flooring – Tom stated that this case is settled – Richmond recovered 27.25% of its claim against DMT.   As a result, the money owed Corwin is reduced by 72.75%.   Corwin under the settlement agreement was owed $5004.44.  Therefore, there is a balance due to him of $1,363.71.
