2.0 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS-NEW BUSINESS

2.1
Introductions of members
Each member introduced themselves and gave their professional background and interests.

Issues that arose during intro – growth of town, development versus rural character, preserving public process in developing new ordinance and current planning board review process, applicability of current sections of the ordinance, gateway’s into the community, public sewer system, underground water tanks for fire department, shoreland zone, signage, confusion on the definition of “uses” under the current ordinance, and “new” vs. “current” ordinance.

Current state of land use ordinances – CEO, Doug Marble

CEO Marble presented an overview of the current ordinance.  He spoke about the current ambiguities, table of uses, “definition of uses”, applicability, clarity, and shoreland zoning.

Tom Nugent suggested one option was to rationalize the existing ordinance and work on improving it.  Seth Goodall stated that it might be more effective to set aside the current ordinance and build an entirely new ordinance.  Nicole Briand stated that Bowdoinham is working on their ordinance and then will address their comprehensive plan.  The committee set aside the decision and decided to focus on the different zones within Town first and then make a decision.
