Residential

· Vague footage?
· What is the intent of the residential zone?
· No auto graveyards

· No conversion from residential 

· Currently no hotel/inns?
· Min Lot size – ½ acre, 80ft, 40,000 feet, 2 homes per lot, 30% coverage

· Zone should be bounded by map/lot?
· Sewer district does not extend on its own

· Signs – 100 square feet, illumination restrictions, flashing, moving restrictions?
Downtown Zone – Commercial/Industrial District

· Ground level uses on the 1st floor.

· Min. lot to be 20,000

· Now 10,000 with public sewer

· Multiple family 3,000 per dwelling

· Existing residential – already built and used for res.; existing commercial not applicable

· Definition of “use”?
· 80 sq. ft. for up to 3 units.  Each add’t unit must have 20 add’t feet
