Richmond School Union Planning Committee-Seth Goodall



An update on the School Consolidation issue.

Both Richmond and Monmouth have not made recent improvements to their school buildings where the other schools have made minor to major improvements, Richmond’s approximate amount $192,000., Monmouth $220,000., Halldale and Farmingdale at $200,000., and Dresden $35,000.  Tuesday’s meeting will finalize the local advisory boards.  The June meeting vote will hopefully be to approve the new RSU.  Selectman S. Goodall recommends discussing holding town meeting in May and vote on the RSU in June.

7.1 Fuel Tank Policy Charge-Thomas Fortier
Selectmen discussion on policy which would implement a surcharge per gallon for a reserve account for tank repairs.

Town Manager gives a narrative on the cost to repair the fuel tank and what the town side has to spend on administrative computer equipment, making keys, etc.  The board would like to see the expenses and if the agencies fall under tax exempt categories check into MMA.

The board discusses and decided it is a good idea and suggests Town Manager follow up to see if revenue is there and if the attendants will be able to work the 1st and 2nd of December 2007.
