1.0 CALL TO ORDER-Chairman Batty called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

3.0 REQUEST TO APPROVE BOARD OF SELECTMEN MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 7, 2008
Selectman Carver made a motion to approve the workshop minutes, Selectman R. Goodall seconded.

Selectman Batty read from the “Proclamation” presented to Tim and Cathy Acord for their support and partnership with town to display a “Town Clock” on Main Street.

Selectman S. Goodall read the Selectmen Resolution to Go Green and changed the first light bulb along with Selectmen Carver at the town office to an energy efficient bulb.

5.1 Revaluation Update-Parker Appraisal
Selectman R. Goodall made a motion to table until Bob Gingras could be available for presentation, Selectman Carver seconded, motion passed (5-0).  Selectman Carver would like to set a date tentatively April 17, 2008 for a Revaluation/Budget presentation to the town citizens.
6.0 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS-UNFINISHED BUSINESS

6.1 Waterfront Committee Update-Burt Batty

An update on the waterfront committee progress.

Applications have been sent to the Coast Guard to attempt to “mark the channel into Richmond” also working with the Army Core of Engineers on location of the 3 mooring fields.  The Coast Guard also working on the designation area for safe anchoring.  There is a grant available $10,800. State grant money with 25% match or cash in kind, the application deadline is March 3rd.   The planning grant money would be used for planning the:
1. Installation of floating docks with boat slips.

2. Replacing the portable toilets with a permanent structure.

3. Evaluate the shoreline harbor for erosion.

4. A feasibility design for parking near river.

5. Determine the present mooring field and room for growth.

· Application will be out at the end of the month.

· Hopefully receive a decision by April 1st. 

· June 2nd have an accounting funds

Selectman Carver made a motion to have Selectman Batty proceed with application and go with in kind services rather than funds, Selectman S. Goodall seconded with the stipulation that this motion is only to apply for the grant and not how to appropriate the money, motion passed (5-0).

7.0 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS-NEW BUSINESS

7.1 2007 CDBG-CE Downtown Façade Grant-Thomas Fortier
Conflict of interest disclosure (Municipal Officer) Regarding eligibility for CDBG Funds for Façade work at 60 Main Street.

Selectman S. Goodall states he will step down and become a member of the public where there is a conflict of interest since the issue is dealing with him personally.
Seth Goodall stated that he had applied for the façade application in February, 2007.  Following was sworn in as Selectmen on June 21, 2007.  He had bought the property in question in 2005.  In 2006 inquired into the façade reimbursement program.  Selectmen Thompson is aware of the possible conflict of interest.  Selectman Thompson made a motion that the timeline of inquiry and application of the façade program was met.  Selectman Carver seconded, Selectman S. Goodall also states he will be liable for any legal expenses that are to occur, motion passed (4-1-0) Selectmen S. Goodall abstained from vote due to conflict of interest. 

8.0 MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS-ORAL & WRITTEN COMMUNICATIONS

8.1 Public-Tom Nugent requested an update on the Hathorn Block.  Town Manager states he is currently seeking legal council.  The deadline to meet Unsafe Building Requirements was February 15th.  Selectman S. Goodall adds that he does not want to see the building gone and hopefully it can be made safe.
8.2 Selectmen

Selectman R. Goodall-Still seeking figures on salt shed.

Selectman S. Goodall-Recently met with Nicole Briand and discussed recreational trails with corridors through Bowdoinham.  Also the Land Use Ordinance Committee met Tuesday and will continue to meet twice a month.  Also would like to know the status of Public Works department budget.   Town Manager replies it is closer to being in the danger zone with all the recent inclement weather.  Also Selectman S. Goodall questions if there were any issues and/or emergencies with the recent storm and if there has been an increase in fire calls over this winter?  Glenn Dewitt stated the department was prepared for emergency shelter needs and the police department was informed of all operations.  The Fire Department responded to 3 North Pleasant Street where there was water in the building, they also cut and cleared trees off the roads.  Chief Pierce stated that there has not been an increase in fire calls over the winter.
Selectman Carver-Port City is having their 20th Anniversary Thursday at 11:30 p.m.  

Selectman Thompson made a motion to create a proclamation for the company, Selectman R. Goodall seconded, motion passed (5-0).

Selectman Batty-There have been a lot of initiatives to spruce up the town. Front Street Market is closing at the end of the week. Selectman Batty suggested a collaborative study could take place to look at businesses long range planning.  

8.3 Town Manager- Would like to thank the Times Record for being responsive to Richmond with all the recent news coverage.  Reporting has been fair and accurate.  Town Manager would like to have the Selectmen review several tax supplemental’s.
