6.1 Waterfront Committee Update-Burt Batty

An update on the waterfront committee progress.

The Waterfront Committee met Monday, February 4, 2008 and reviewed the harbormaster job description, zoning issues and the waterfront ordinance with appropriate changes.  The next meeting will be Monday, March 3, 2008.  
7.0 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS-NEW BUSINESS

7.1 Liquor License Request for Renewal-Linda Pierce/Cynthia Mulherin
Selectmen action requested to renew the liquor license for the Two Krazy Ladies Tavern.

Linda Pierce feels that her business is being watched to closely where there are other establishments in town that could also be monitored.  She stated she is also personally trying to monitor the bar by cutting down on alcohol being served, cutting people off and driving some people home.

The Richmond Police Department has stated that from January 1, 2004 to date they have arrested 72 OUI’s with 20 being from the Two Krazy Ladies which is 28% of total OUI arrests.

Six motor vehicle crashes, two with very serious injuries, where the operator has come from the Two Krazy Ladies.

Selectman R. Goodall made a motion to approve the license with stipulations, Dave Thompson seconds, (0-5) motion denied.  Selectman S. Goodall believes the town should ask the state what can be done, whether or not a 90 day to 6 month license could be granted, whether or not conditions can be placed on a license.  Selectman S. Goodall made a motion to table until Tuesday February 12th at 4:00p.m., Selectman R. Goodall seconded, motion passed (5-0) To be continued….  
7.2 Efficient Delivery of Local and Regional Services Grant-Thomas Fortier
Several towns participated in a meeting to address relieving the tax burden by collaborating town services.  The towns decided to look into a Consultant Planning Grant to look into different options available to the towns.

Selectman S. Goodall made a motion to apply for the grant, Selectman Thompson seconded, motion approved (5-0).

7.3 Mooring Fee Structure-Thomas Fortier

Selectmen action requested to approve increase in resident mooring fees from ($10.) to ($20.)   Non-resident fee will be ($20.) to ($40.)

Selectman S. Goodall made a motion to approve the fees, Selectman Thompson seconded, motion passed (5-0).

8.0 MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS-ORAL & WRITTEN COMMUNICATIONS

8.1 Public-Jill Adams would like to state the school committee was taken back on the letter they received in regards to the Town of Richmond creating a fuel reserve by charging users $.05 a gallon.  The Town Manager explained the money is needed to build a reserve for future repairs and maintenance.
8.2 Selectmen

Selectman Thompson-Spoke with the assessor Bob Gingras in regards to the town revaluation process.  Notice of valuations will be out this spring and hopes to hear from Parker Appraisal at the next Selectmen’s Meeting.
Selectman Carver- Would like to see a resolution stating that “Richmond’s Going Green” to help get some initiative going, the budget could reflect a savings by going green.  Also would like to review the dates of upcoming meetings, February 21st Budget at 6:00p.m. followed by Selectmen Meeting at 7:00 p.m.  February 28th Budget Meeting 6:00 p.m., March 13th Budget and Selectmen Meeting and March 27th Budget and Selectmen Meeting.
Selectman S. Goodall-States that he agrees with Selectman Carver in regards to Richmond “Going Green.”  He met with Commissioner Pat McGowen, Department of Conservation in regards to a joint land trust, he is also talking with other towns on conserving land.  He has also been talking with Nicole Briand on a joint planning effort in regards to Land Use and the Comprehensive Plan.

8.3 Town Manager- Would like to thank Selectmen Batty for his help in getting things done ecscpially with the waterfront committee.  Also would like to thank Laurisa and Darryl for their efforts.  The town has received a $20,000. waterfront pump out grant.  He is consistently working with RUD in regards to the RBMC problems and communication.  David Harris never came in to receive his permit and did not attend the last planning board meeting, he is tentatively scheduled for the February 26th meeting and the town CEO is currently not permitted on the property.

7.1 Liquor License Request for Renewal-Linda Pierce/Cynthia Mulerhin

The Town Manager spoke with the local liquor inspector and he stated that a license cannot be issued for less than a 1 year period.  Applicant has the right to appeal if the license is denied.  The business and the town have not had the best communication in the past therefore would like to meet on a monthly basis and keep the lines of communication open.

Selectman R. Goodall made a motion to approve the license and have Linda Pierce meet with the Town Manager once a month and have the Town Manager report to the Selectmen the outcome of each meeting.  Selectman Thompson stated that the licensed can’t be approved with stipulations.  Rick Hornbeck states he understand the Selectman have the ability to deny the license but cannot place any conditions on the license.  Selectman R. Goodall withdrew his motion.

Selectman Thompson made a motion to grant the license, keep an eye on the business and hope it improves, Selectman Goodall seconded.  Selectman Carver stated that he seen an alarming report and is only looking out for the citizens welfare.  Selectman S. Goodall agrees with Selectman Carver and states that businesses that work closely with the town office are more successful in the town.  Rick Hornbeck would like to state that the report the selectmen received is inaccurate along with the most recent incident at the establishment.  Assistant Laurisa Loon would like to remind the board there is a motion pending on the table.  Selectman Batty calls for a vote, motion approved (4-1) (Selectmen Carver abstention).

Selectman Carver made a motion to adjourn at 4:15p.m., Selectman S. Goodall seconded, motion passed (5-0).
