Emergency Management Plan of the Town of Richmond-Glenn Dewitt


Selectman action requested to approve the Emergency Management Plan.

Glenn Dewitt gives handout in disc format of the Emergency Management Plan.   He states that the maps are in Annex at the fire station, maps include Flood Plain and Evacuation Routes which are intended for the way staff conducts business.

Seth Goodall would like to add that he appreciates the effort Glenn has put forth in preparing the plan and would like to see an emergency contact list updated. Glenn Dewitt also discusses on behalf of “Board & Committees” that a mitigation workshop will happen next week.  Homeland Defense monies will be less than last years $2.2 million.  Last years purchase was communication equipment this year they will purchase safety equipment.
