Phase II Public Hearing Notice for CDBG-R Public Infrastructure Grant-Darryl Sterling
Selectman discussion and request to accept the Public Infrastructure CDBG-R Grant in the amount of $500,000.00

Selectman Beckwith made a motion to move into public hearing at 6:31p.m., Selectman Snowden seconded, motion passed (5-0). 

Mike Broadbent of the Utilities District stated that the project is moving along smoothly.  Some of the projects for Phase II have been added into Phase 1 due to project efficiency and timeline.  They are currently two weeks ahead of schedule with work ending November 15th.  
Selectman Tuttle stated that she thought they would do a better job patching the roads particularly the Alexander Reed Road.  Bucky Bodge, Trustee of the Richmond Utilities District stated that it is a State road and this topic was brought up at previous construction meeting, the State was notified of the condition of the road and they were acceptable with its condition.  Selectman Tuttle also stated that Boynton Street and Bridge Street are getting beaten up due to the heavy traffic.  
Mike Broadbent stated that they have made some repairs to Bridge Street.  It was brought up to Crooker on the deterioration on Boynton.

The Town Manager stated that the Selectmen and Trustees need to have a joint meeting. The Utilities are trying to keep the cost down on their project and the town is taking the heat on the disrepair of the roads.  Darryl Sterling and I have had the discussion on purchasing a video camera to video the ongoing projects prior to-throughout and after.  Darryl Sterling stated that DOT needs to be held to task.  Selectman Thompson stated that if need be we can venture out to our Senators to have them push for improvements.  

Mike Broadbent stated that the District is getting more done, even though it looks like we are saving money, we are moving projects ahead of schedule.  Also in reference to Lincoln Street to do an overlay of that area with no draining and ditching is a total waste of money.

Selectman Thompson asked if it is worth it to ditch Lincoln Street before hand?  Bucky Bodge responded that he can’t speak on how the town takes care of stormwater.  The Town Manager added that she thinks we can make it work by working together.

Selectman Thompson questioned how the Utilities District currently stands with DEP.  Mike Broadbent stated that they have a consent agreement with them until the problem is taken care of.  We have made a lot of improvements, DEP will be happy when the overflow stops.  We have had 35 reported overflows in the past, this year only two.  It is getting better.  Bucky Bodge stated that he would like to have the Selectmen come sit in on one of the districts meetings.  It takes place the 2nd Wednesday in the month at 6:00p.m.
Mike Broadbent stated that on High Street a certain area is going to be an issue.  Beech Street has all new sewers, the old ones go behind the homes and they never were disconnected so now they run in the back and in the front.  The district will pay for two catch basins to go in the field to take care of that problem.  The District and Town need to work together to take care of this issue.
Hearing no more discussion, Selectman Snowden made a motion to come out of public hearing at 6:58p.m., Selectman Cummins seconded, motion passed (5-0).  

Selectman Tuttle made a motion to approve the 2009 CDBG-R Public Infrastructure Funds in the amount of $500,000.00 for the Richmond Utilities District Phase II Sewer Improvements Project and to accept and expend said grant funds, to make such assurances, assume such responsibilities, and exercise such authority as are necessary and reasonable to implement such programs, Selectman Snowden seconded, motion passed, (5-0).

Jim Goodall would like to thank everyone for the hot top on Route #24.

Gordon Sherman stated the facility at the park is not in its agreed location where he thought it was going to go. “ Travis Pryor of Wright-Pierce told Tracy Tuttle that Gordon Sherman would like it in that location and that is a lie.”  Selectman Thompson stated that two of us went down to the site and called the Town Manager to come down on Friday.  The Town Manager stated that the board met a second time after that first night.   FEMA would not let us build in the first location because of the flood plains, we dug out the minutes and the plan and they had to change it.  We didn’t have a choice, you are correct when say you were here at the first meeting when that was the location.

Selectman Thompson confirmed that the board did have two public hearings on the site location of the restroom facility.

Selectman Tuttle stated that there was no one from the waterfront committee present at the meeting when the board made the decision, former Selectman Batty was present but only spoke as a Selectboard representative.  The Town Manager state that this did not happen without a lot of discussion, we knew the sensitivity to the location of the structure.  Selectman Thompson added that they may have voted against the facility if it was not part of the grant funds and was required in order to receive those funds.

Selectman Cummins would like an update on the Compactor at the holding area.
The Town Manager stated that she met with Karen from Pine Tree.  She has asked her to come back with better numbers on Monday of next week.  Also meeting with John of Pine Tree to talk about the specifics of the slab that needs to built, we are moving very quickly on this.    Selectman Thompson questioned if her numbers were close to what was offered in the beginning.  The Town Manager responded that the previous offer was given to another town.  She also plans on having staff trained and involving the school and children about recycling and a possible field trip.  
Selectman Beckwith stated that the National Honor Society installed Recycling boxes in the class rooms.  

Selectman Snowden stated she feels the same as Selectman Tuttle in regards to the boat on Front Street.

· Currently am helping Laurisa with the Halloween Festival, posters look good, it’s going to be great.

· Questioned if the Town ever considered having a Rec. Director and would like the board and Town to consider that possibility.
Selectman Tuttle stated that large dump trucks are still hauling asphalt on the Beedle Road and now that the road is done are they going to undo what has been completed?  The hauling is usually in the early morning.  The Town Manager responded that she is getting complaints from residents as well.  The asphalt plant is supposed to be closing by the 15th.    Selectman Thompson stated that he thought the board gave them a temporary permit for the project timeline.

Selectman Thompson questioned if they are still putting in retaining walls on the Front Street sidewalks.  Darryl Sterling responded that yes they still are.

· The RSU planted new trees at the high school, where did they get the money?  
Selectman Beckwith urged everyone to attend the meeting on Monday and ask these questions.

Selectman Beckwith stated that the employees at the holding area are very helpful and courteous.  
· The Fire Department did a great job with the school and their open house.  

· The recycling at the school is going well.  The girls bring the paper on their own to the recycling center.

· She would like to encourage people to go to RSU meeting Monday at the Marcia Buker School Library at 6:00p.m. 
Selectman Cummins added that he has heard concerns about the library and the group would like to hold a public meeting to talk about where they stand on fund raising, the towns position and concerns about the safety of the building.  Selectman Tuttle added that the library is a private entity.  Selectman Thompson added I don’t see where we have any recourse to hold a meeting.

Darryl Sterling added that there is a public facilities category the town can apply for a grant on behalf of the library.
