6.1
RUD Board of Directors request for approval for Board of Trustee compensation-Rose Beckwith
The Trustees of the Richmond Utilities District request that the Board of Selectmen take under advisement and approve the compensation of the Board of Trustees in the amount of $1,500. per year.

Selectman Beckwith stated that she feels the board of trustees offer invaluable knowledge and put in extensive hours and feels that a stipend is fair compensation for the amount of time and energy put into the Utilities District.

Robert Bodge has served for 10 years, John Vear has served for 7 years and David Peppard has served for 3 years.

Selectman Thompson stated that he is unsure how Selectman Batty feels about this issue but would like to express that Selectman Goodall feels it should be voted on at town meeting.

David Peppard stated that the recent referendum election had a turn out of 80 rate payers and 44 non rate payers for a 107-17 turnout, approving the increase to the debt limit.

Selectman Tuttle made a motion to approve the Board of Trustee stipend, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (3-0).

Debra Turner-Abatement Request
Selectman action requested to make a final decision on Debra Turners abatement request.

Selectman Thompson addressed the board and questioned if they had reviewed the materials and figures they received via email in reference to Debra Turners abatement?  The consensus of the board agreed that they had reviewed the materials.

Selectman Tuttle made a motion to deny the abatement request, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (3-0).

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS-NEW BUSINESS


7.1
Pine Tree Development Zone Resolution 

Selectman action requested to sign and approve a Pine Tree Development Resolution Internal Land Swap from R03—016-00 (.5 acres) to parcels U02-191-00 and U02-190-00.

Darryl Sterling stated that the Micro Technologies business plans on expanding by purchasing two buildings on Main Street, their current space and a building next door.  They plan to bring in at least seven (7) new jobs maybe even 10 to 12.  The company is applying to be Pine Tree Zone certified.  The Resolution is to take land from the Pine Tree Zone parcel R03-16 and transfer a portion to 37 and 41 Main Street (Parcels U02-191 and U02-190).  
Selectman Thompson questioned what the benefits were for being Pine Tree Zone certified.  Darryl Sterling stated that it allows them to be eligible for E-TIF which allows 80% reduction on employee payroll taxes, they also can be tax exempt for such items as building materials.  Selectman Thompson asked if other businesses were interested in attaining Pine Tree Zone certification would this same process be used to accommodate another lot.  Darryl Sterling replied that “yes it would” and also stated that being in the Pine Tree Zone does not affect taxes or the valuation of the property.
Selectman Tuttle made a motion to adopt the Pine Tree Zone Resolution to swap land from parcel R03-016 (.12 acres) to parcels U02-191 (.4 acres) and U02-190 (.8 acres) Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (3-0).
Selectman Beckwith made a motion to amend the agenda to include 7.2 The Alexander Reed Road Project, Selectman Tuttle seconded, motion passed (3-0).
Selectman Tuttle made a motion to amend the agenda to include 9.2 Executive Session Personnel Matters, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (3-0).

7.2 Alexander Reed Road Project-Stephen Musica

The Town received an invoice from the State for $19,000., this invoice came as a surprise to Richard LaChance due to the agreement and figures previously agreed upon between the state and the public works department the town would like to contest this bill.  

Selectman Tuttle made a motion to have the Interim Town Manager take action on contesting the invoice, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (3-0).

Public-Robert Bodge stated that there will be a meeting with the State March 10th along with engineers on the surface water on Main Street by the new development.  The surface water was addressed to the planning board but not satisfied during the projects review.

Selectman Tuttle stated that I-95 North bound is going to be closed this summer and is worried about the condition of Route #201 and the effects of the increased traffic.
Selectman Thompson stated that the public works has done a fantastic job this year in maintaining the roads during and after storms.
