ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS-UNFINISHED BUSINESS

6.1 Maine Department of Transportation Bill-Steve Musica

Selectman action requested on the 2009 MDOT Bill on the Alexander Reed Road Project.

Selectman Goodall stated that the States final offer is $5,300 on the MDOT bill of $19,000.  Selectman Thompson made a motion to pay the $5,300 outstanding on the Alexander Reed Road project, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (5-0).

Harbormaster-Steve Musica
Selectman action on advertising for a new harbormaster.

The Waterfront Committee decided to hire a harbormaster with a full stipend.  Selectman Goodall asked to remove the name Thomas Fortier from the advertisement.  Selectman Batty made a motion to have the Town manager go ahead with placing the ad for the position, Selectman Tuttle seconded, motion passed (5-0).

6.3 Peacock Beach Update-Rose Beckwith

Selectman discussion and update on Peacock Beach

Selectman Beckwith stated there is no federal money involved for Peacock Beach.  After speaking with Ron Hunt, the operation cost would consist of out-house maintenance, paper purchases and payroll.  Selectman Beckwith feels with operation cost and revenues the cost for the town to take over the lease would be around $1,000.  The State currently pays $23,000 on average to maintain and staff the park.  The Town Summer Recreation Department currently pays $1,200 a year for the use of the park.  
Selectman Thompson made a motion to table until the end of April to wait and see figures from the State, Selectman Batty seconded, motion passed (5-0).

River Road Tax Sale Bid (Map R01-Lot 80.1)-Steve Musica

Selectman action requested to open any sealed bids for the property located on the River Road Map R01-Lot 80.1  The Town reserves the right to accept or reject any and all bids.

Steve Musica would like the Board to consider not taking action and holding on to the parcel for future use as a picnic area to coincide with the rails with trails project.  Selectman Tuttle made a motion to not open the bids and to keep the property, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (5-0).
7.2 Municipal Quit Claim Deed-Steve Musica

Selectman action requested to sign and approve a Municipal Quitclaim Deed to Susan Bronn Map R08-Lot 29T2.
Selectman Beckwith made a motion to sign and approve the quitclaim deed for Susan Bronn, Selectman Tuttle seconded, motion passed (5-0).

Selectman action requested to sign and approve a change to the General Assistance Ordinance mandatory through the stimulus bill signed February 17, 2009 addressing Maine’s Food Supplement Program (Food Stamps).

Selectman Thompson made a motion to sign the General Assistance Ordinance, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (5-0). 

7.4 2009 Annual Dog Warrant-Steve Musica

Selectman action requested to sign and approve the 2009 Annual Dog Warrant, this warrant allows the Animal Control Officer to take action on unregistered dogs.

Selectman Beckwith made a motion to sign the annual dog warrant, Selectman Tuttle seconded, motion passed (5-0).

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS-ORAL & WRITTEN COMMUNICATIONS

8.1
Public
Selectman Batty recused himself from the selectboard and addressed the board as a resident with concerns of water in his basement, this issue developed from past stormwater work, he also feels there are several residences with the same issue.  Selectman Goodall stated that the Town Manager would gather information from Pike Industries and report back to the board on this matter.  A resident is also concerned with a water erosion problem at 1 Spruce Street, the ground around a telephone pole is eroding, the installation of a drainage system would alleviate the water problem.  The Town Manager will make a site visit early next week and report back on the situation.
8.2 Selectmen

Selectman Beckwith has heard numerous complaints about speeding on  Front Street.

Selectman Goodall-Stated the RSU will receive the land that sits directly around the school approximately 21 acres.  The town property Includes rights to the tennis, skate and basketball courts, the back forest and trail around the boys field.  
Selectman Thompson Would like to have the police department purchase a baton for each police employee.


Selectman Batty attended the RSU meeting and it was well attended.

PUBLIC HEARINGS
5.1 Public Hearing-Selectmen’s Ordinance on Town Roads and Truck Braking

Selectman action requested to adopt an ordinance allowing the Town to impose restrictions upon the gross weight of vehicles on Town Roads during periods of the year as determined by the Selectman and an ordinance prohibiting the operation of a truck braking (decreasing speed) by downshifting without a serviceable muffler and/or emitting a noise of 80dBa or more at 50 feet.
Selectman Thompson made a motion to move into public hearing for the Selectmen’s ordinance on 5.1, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (5-0).

Steve Musica stated that the State will place a sign up if the board approves the ordinance, North of Pats Store.  They will not put up a sign unless there is an ordinance in place.  You cannot prevent a truck from using an engine as a brake.  A sign could be placed and the police could enforce the noise ordinance.  Selectman Batty questioned if a fine would be associated with ordinance, Selectman Goodall responded that it would be a State Violation pursuant to Statute. 

An ordinance to impose restrictions on the gross weight of vehicles is highly recommended by the State and MMA.  Steve Musica suggested to add the verbiage to the ordinance (signed by a designee) determined by the Board of Selectmen.  Selectman Batty suggested to table and add to next agenda. Selectman Beckwith added that the posted signs do not mean anything without an ordinance backing them up.
Selectman Batty made a motion to come out of public hearing, Selectman Thompson seconded, motion passed (5-0).
5.2 Phase II Public Hearing-Riverfront Community Development Bond Grant

Selectman action to discuss the acceptance of the Riverfront Community Development Bond Grant.  The purpose of the grant is to make riverfront improvements to include shore land stabilization, parking and site amenities/public restrooms. 
Selectman Thompson made a motion to move into public hearing for the Riverfront Bond Grant, Selectman Tuttle seconded, motion passed (5-0).

Darryl Sterling stated that the areas to be improved would be:

Selectman Batty met with RUD and the Waterfront committee regarding the location of restroom and reached the consensus to build it into the embankment at the waterfront.  Selectman Tuttle is concerned with the bathroom observation deck and where the vents would be located.  Darryl Sterling responded that they would be on the side of the building.  Selectman Thompson questioned the cost of facility maintenance?  Selectman Batty stated he has contacted Bath, Camden and Belfast, and each community has an ongoing cost differential at each location and masonry was the preferred material of construction.  

Selectman Gooall questioned what type of lighting would be behind the Ames Mill?  Darryl  Sterling responded the same style in the waterfront park would be used with the possible addition of a hooded style lighting to deflect light.  The back parking lot site is not used much during the winter and would not be plowed.  The shoreland stabilization is the first project followed by parking and restroom, construction should be completed this summer.  Selectman Batty questioned if it would jeopardize funding if a restroom is not put in, Darryl Sterling said it is very important that the restroom remain.
A Resident is concerned with the plowing and safety of the fire department getting in behind Ames Mill.  A Resident would like to see the location of the restroom located where the current portables are located.  Another resident stated that she does not agree with the town having a restroom facility.

Selectman Thompson made a motion to close the public hearing, and add 7.5 Weight Restrictions and 7.6 Selectman’s Ordinance, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (5-0).

Selectman Thompson made a motion to have the ordinance sent to legal council for $250 for review, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (5-0).
