Selectman Tuttle made a motion to approve the minutes, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed, (5-0).

Peacock Beach-Rose Beckwith
Selectman discussion on the status of Peacock Beach.

Selectman Beckwith stated that water testing of Pleasant Pond is under contract with the state until September.  The water is tested every Tuesday.  Chairman Thompson stated that it’s a 25 year lease and the board is unsure if the town would accept or back us with this endeavor.  The Town Manager stated that the town can back out of the lease after the first year.  Selectman Beckwith made a motion to bring to town meeting, Selectman Snowden seconded, discussion, Selectman Tuttle stated to accept the lease and bring to the floor at town meeting that we have a one year opportunity to opt out.  The Town Manager stated that the letter will state it is specific to town meeting ratification.  Selectman Thompson questioned if the Manager has had a conversation with public works on cost and maintenance of the park?  The Town Manager talked with Public works, they would mow and pick up the trash, the police chief would do a property check throughout the day.  Selectman Snowden questioned who would clean the bathrooms?  The Town Manager stated that temporarily public works would do the maintenance.  Selectman Cummins added that the State needs a decision, the beach would be open but under the supervision of the Town of Richmond this decision will affect the Summer Recreation program.  Selectman Snowden amended the motion to take over Peacock Beach for the 2010 Summer Season and to bring to town meeting for the continuation of the 25 year lease, Selectman Cummins seconded, motion passed (5-0).

Richmond Umberhine Library 


Selectman discussion on the status of the library.
The Town Manager questioned if the library is in a trust?  Judy Batty replied that she had no idea.  The Town Manager stated that there would be an article on the warrant for town meeting to see if the town would operate the library Chairman Thompson stated he would like to see an outline of the library’s budget.  Selectman Tuttle questioned if the committee is under the impression the town would keep proposed library building plan, Judy replied that no they are not under that impression.

Seth Berry thanked the board for allowing him to join them and to remind everyone he is still the Towns State Representative and is hear to listen to any concerns the board may have or would like to discuss.  Chairman Thompson stated that they would like guidance on State Road #197 repairs.  Selectman Cummins questioned Seth Berry if he felt that the state economics were getting better? Seth replied that we have seen signs of change and Richmond shows good signs of progress.  Selectman Tuttle is concerned with the amount of capital gains loss during these hard economic times.
