Burt Batty (Chairman of the Waterfront Park Committee) gave an overview of the waterfront park and its current designated “Shoreland Zone” vs. the “Commercial Fisheries Maritime Activities Zone.”

Under the Shoreland Zone the town is ineligible for grants and limited to creating extra parking and enforcing the shoreline.

Burt Batty would also like the board to consider lots 16, 17, 18 and 19 for the CFMA zone.

Secretary Laurisa Loon mentions the public hearing notice only referred to Lot 19 therefore the board could not consider the other lots.
