Mr. Groves explains that there is an understanding if roads are damaged they will repair it, he also states there is minimal dump truck traffic and hauling taking place on the Beedle Road and they are going to begin video taping the condition of the road.

7.1 Maine Municipal Association-Risk Management, Marcus Ballou-Thomas Fortier

Mr. Ballou will present an overview of the Town of Richmond insurance policy and coverage limits.  Recently, town staff has researched the current and available policies that are offered and found that MMA will provide significantly more coverage and liability protection for the Town of Richmond and at a significantly lower premium.

Mr. Ballou gave an overview of the services and coverage of MMA Insurance.
Selectman Goodall made a motion to approve the policy, Selectman Thompson seconded, motion passed (5-0).

7.2 Lunch Wagons 30-A M.R.S.A. § 3931-Thomas Fortier 

(Licensing Authority Municipal Officers) Discussion and possible action on allowing vendors to use town property.
The board reviewed the information put together by Doug Marble, CEO in regards to other communities policy’s and/or fee’s on vendors.  The consensus from the board is that it’s a good idea.  The Town Manager will get back to the board with a policy and/or ordinance on allowing vendors on Town property.
7.3 School Budget Validation Referendum-David Thompson

Review and possible action on the validity of the Warrant posted for the School Budget Validation Referendum.
Selectman Thompson questioned the Town Clerk with what was posted, when, and where it was posted and what was signed at a prior Selectmen’s meetings in reference to the elections.   He questions whether or not the election was in fact legal to protect the town’s interest and voters rights.  Selectman Batty recommends a phone call conference with David, Tom, Judy and a member of the school committee and/or superintendent to discuss the issue along with legal council. 

7.4 Abatement for RBMC-Thomas Fortier

Selectman action requested to grant the abatement in the amount of $6,262.25.  Taxes were based on the sale price of the RBMC.
