6.4 Lane Field Lights Update-Marian Anderson

Selectman discussion on the options for lights at Lane Field.

The Town Manager stated that we are in the process of looking at in-house designs to bring to the board.  We would also like to send letters out to abutters in reference to a public discussion.
Selectman Thompson received several phone calls regarding the lighting project   at Lane Field, and questions why are we pursuing designs if this is not a wanted issue.  Selectman Cummins feels we should have a public hearing and have all interested parties voice their opinion.    Selectman Snowden questioned how much is left in the grant, and don’t feel we need the lights and also would agree with having a public hearing.  Selectman Beckwith stated she would love the capability of the lights for soccer, but does not feel comfortable with the lights going up without input from the neighbors.  Selectman Thompson would like a cost estimate on the lights and fencing and before any action is taken schedule a public hearing.   
Selectman Cummins made a motion to table the Lane Field Lighting Project, Selectman Beckwith seconded, motion passed (3-0).

6.5 Richmond Days Update-Marian Anderson
Selectman discussion on the Richmond Days Celebration.

The Fire Department typically has a barrel train ride, O’Neil Laplante asked the fire department not to have the train because it interferes with the carnival.   The consensus of the board is to allow the department to have the ride.  
Harold Averell stated there was significant damage caused by the “circus” to the boys baseball field around $15,-$20,000.
Selectman Beckwith made a motion to approve the selling of sealed tickets by the Enterprise Grange, Selectman Snowden seconded, motion approved (3-0). 

The consensus of the board does not want the town’s equipment used to haul a band or float in the parade due to liability issues.

Paul Adams is concerned with additional lights at the waterfront park and also questions when will the Front Street sidewalks be addressed? The Town Manager responded that the town is working with RUD to collaborate on work in the same area., the sidewalk construction will go out to bid next week.  Between both entities the project hopes to be complete by this fall into October.  The Utility District will go out to bid no later than July 31st.  
Harold Averell would like to look into the Railroad Crossings being exempt so you don’t have to stop.   
Corey Munsey is pleased that the town offers payment on taxes by the month.
