Burt Batty made a motion to approve the minutes as amended, Selectman Thompson seconded, motion passed (5-0).

4.0 APPOINTMENTS, RESIGNATIONS, PROCLAMATIONS, RESOLUTIONS
4.1 Appoint Weldon Shields, Dana Sullivan and Jim Goodall to the Appeals Board.
Selectman Batty made a motion to appoint Weldon Shields, Dana Sullivan and Jim Goodall to the Appeals Board, Selectman Tuttle seconded, motion approved (5-0).
Selectman Thompson made a motion to amend the agenda to add 4.2 Town Managers New Contract effective July 1st Selectman Batty seconded, motion passed (5-0).

Selectman Thompson made a motion to sign contract for one year, Selectman Batty seconded, Discussion-Selectman Tuttle and Selectman Beckwith would like review the contract.  Selectman Batty made a motion to table the topic to the end of the meeting, Selectman Thompson seconded motion passed (5-0).

6.0 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS- UNFINISHED BUSINESS
6.1 Heating Assistance-Seth Goodall

Selectman discussion on re-packaging some of the towns current assistance programs and new ideas to help benefit the citizens of Richmond in need.
Selectman Tuttle attended the recent CDBG Loan Board Meeting and brought the issue to the board.  Selectman Tuttle handed out minutes of meeting and concerns of duplicating an existing program by taking out the $15,000. this may cause more complications during audit time.  The Board is aware that people are in need of help and want to make sure that the loans are available.  Selectman Goodall stated that many of the loans will be small. 
· Deferment during winter months could be valuable with the interest rate at 4% the option to create deferment, written into the loan, so people do not have to pay in the winter months. 
· Selectman Batty stated rather than defer have interest only payments.  
· Day of caring give the Town Manager direction to have town employee’s help. 
· Identify homes that need help.  
· Darryl Sterling might have some homes identified in relation to the “slum and blight” identification.

· Find money to purchase materials or have donated such as shrink wrap, bale, etc.  
· Mainely Richmond-Basic fact sheet on program for September Issue
· Basic inquiry form who, what, needs…

· Food bank distribute forms

The board would like to see a model on creating funds (mechanism) to help your neighbor and have the town facilitate.

6.2 Lunch Wagons 30-A M.R.S.A. § 3931-Thomas Fortier 

(Licensing Authority Municipal Officers) Discussion and possible action on allowing vendors to use town property.
Selectman Batty would like to see the fees Yearly $200., Monthly $75. Weekly $50., Daily $25. Selectman Thompson would like to add a Seasonal fee of $150.  

Selectman Goodall would like the locations identified for appropriate vendor locations.  Also the license could grant the vendor a permanent location.
Selectman Thompson made a motion to grant Mr. Perry a (current vendor inquiring about operating on town property) a temporary permit, Selectman Batty does not agree with issuing a temporary permit but state it as a month to month permit, Selectman Tuttle seconded the month to month permit, motion passed (5-0).
Staff will identify Locations, fees, application and policy.

6.3 Waterfront Committee Update – Burt Batty
Wright and Pierce are scheduled to meet with Waterfront Committee July 22nd to discuss the report. Selectmen are invited to attend.
Highlights of Wright Pierce Park and Harbor Planning Grant Report:

· RUD/North of Ramp for location of restroom.
· Shoreline stabilization not as bad as we thought included is a 10% contingency

· Spot repair to rip/rap

· Work with respect to catch basins, structural integrity into the sub-surface permitting is very detailed.

· $5,700 for shoreland stabilization, restroom at $92,650.
· Slips versus floating docks
· Boat trailer parking:  Impervious pavement/asphalt

· Mooring Fields-move certain moorings out of the navigation channel and to rearrange existing moorings changes will enable 21 additional moorings to be placed in the designated harbor area.

· $600,000. estimated with the 10% contingency.
Selectman Goodall would like to wait and here from the waterfront committee and evaluate the major needs. 
7.0 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS-NEW BUSINESS
7.1 Richmond Corner Traffic Light-Thomas Fortier
Discussion and possible Selectmen action on the request to MDOT by the Town of Richmond to maintain and keep the traffic light at Richmond Corner after completion of the I-295 project.   
This discussion was initiated by Chief Pierce who would like the light to remain.  Are options are A.) Let the public give input and B.) Give Staff direction to pursue with MDOT.  MDOT plans on removing the light after project is finished.  Selectman Beckwith added she has spoken with people who live in the area, they would like to see the light remain to help slow down traffic on 201.  Selectman Goodall spoke with a citizen concerned with noise due to large trucks braking from stopping and starting.

The Town can only petition the state for a light the board will schedule a workshop for 6:00p.m. prior to the selectboard meeting on August 13th and allow public comment.  Citizens that are closely effected by the traffic light will be sent a notice of the workshop.
Business Owner comment: in favor of light due to safety issues and slowing down traffic.

Resident comment: Not willing to pay $50,000., a year to maintain light.

Selectman Tuttle-Questioned and confirmed the Tuesday morning meeting with the Land Use Ordinance Review Committee.
Selectman Batty-Behavior of ball players at Lane Field during tournaments.  Town Manager spoke with Tim Seigars organizer of tournaments which was a fund raiser for Roland Foster.  Mr. Seigars denies the recent concerns.   The board recommends the organization hire a police officer for events, possibly add additional portable toilets, administratively post a sign at the field indicating no alcoholic consumption is permitted.

Selectman Batty made a motion to have the organization hire a Richmond police officer, Selectman Thompson seconded, motion passed (5-0).
Selectman Beckwith-The railroad overpass is a hazard with tractor trailor’s backing up Clay Hill, there is nothing posted for an alternate route down the Old Ferry Road.  Town Manager will contact Dave Allen of MDOT to look into the signage issue.

Selectman Goodall-Broadband, gaps in connection between homes, as a town can we send a letter to help facilitate the expansion of broadband wireless.  Renew franchise agreement with Verizon bring issue forward.  Town buildings considered/need wireless service

Selectman Thompson- Questioned whether the handicap ramp at Richard’s Lee house was complete?  Selectman Batty responded that it was complete and ADA exempt from setbacks.
