Revaluation Presentation-Bob Gingras

Bob Gingras will present his findings and answer any questions.  Selectman action requested on finalization of the “Revaluation Letter.”

The mill rate currently at $18.50 dropped to an estimated $11./$1,000. Property values increased from $178,000,000. up to $316,000,000.

The process began with the old property card visiting each property making all necessary changes on the card then entering that data into the new Vision Appraisal program followed by photo taking of each property.   Most homes will have a 1 acre base lot at 60,000.  

The revaluation was not at peak of the market, properties are very representative of what they should sell for today.  All values last year are representative of the 1990 cost schedule.

The Pleasant Pond area land is up to $200,000 an acre.  

The notification of revaluation will go out the week of August 4th, phone calls for appointments will come in the week of the 11th with appointments to be set the week of the 18th.
