4.0 APPOINTMENTS, RESIGNATIONS, PROCLAMATIONS, RESOLUTIONS
4.1 Charlie Ipcar-Economic & Community Development-Resignation
Selectman Batty made a motion to accept resignation with regrets and a letter of appreciation for time served, seconded by Selectman Beckwith, motion passed (4-0).

6.0 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS- UNFINISHED BUSINESS
6.1 Heating Assistance-Seth Goodall

Follow up discussion on the heating assistance forum held Monday September 22, 2008 and on going efforts to establish a fund for Richmond residents.
The Town Manager reported that the meeting was held and was well attended by approximately 50 citizens.  The ability to accept donations for heating assistance has been arranged through the Finance Director.  Two anonymous donations have been received totaling $500.  Selectman Thompson states it would be a good idea to place a note in the November Mainely Richmond of the ability to make donations.
Selectman Batty made a motion to add 6.2 Riverfront Community Grant Filing of Intent, seconded by Selectman Tuttle, motion passed (4-0).

6.2 Riverfront Community Grant Filing-“Letter of Intent”-Burt Batty

The waterfront committee met with the Economic Development Committee they agreed to move forward on applying for the Community Waterfront Grant program to fund; “soil erosion, permanent restrooms and additional parking.”
Darryl Sterling met with DECD, a preliminary letter is due tomorrow, $370,000., is the amount requested to fund the needs with two to one match of $740,000., the current Front Street sidewalks and pump-out grant can be used for the match. 
Selectman Batty made a motion to allow the Town Manager to sign the “Letter of Intent,” to apply for funds in the amount of $370,000., Selectman Beckwith seconded, discussion: 
Resident inquired whether the zoning change passed at the 2008 Town Meeting agreed with the Town Master Plan.  Selectman Batty states that all work that will be done at the waterfront will need to be in compliance with the State Standards as well as the Towns Ordinance.  
All in favor, (4-0) passed.
7.0 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS-NEW BUSINESS
7.1
The Old Goat Liquor License Renewal-Thomas Fortier
Selectman action requested to renew the Old Goat’s liquor license.
There have been no warranted police incidents.  Selectman Tuttle made a motion to approve the license, seconded by Selectman Beckwith, motion passed (4-0).

Selectman action requested to renew the Railway Café’s liquor license.
There have been no warranted police incidents or concerns.  Selectman Batty made a motion to approve, seconded by Selectman Tuttle, motion passed (4-0).

Mill-Rate-Thomas Fortier


Selectman action requested to set the mill rate.
The Town Manager recommended that the board review several Revenue and Expense projections before setting the mill rate and advised that this item be tabled until next week.  Staff has been working hard to make sure the numbers are in place by bridging the assessing software with the tax software.  Selectman Batty would like to seriously consider a mill rate of 10, Selectman Thompson was in hopes of addressing this tonight, but will review this information and set a date for next week.  The Town Manager states that some residents did not file for exemptions by the set deadlines, approximately $376,000. in exemptions were given.  The Assessor met with approximately 300 people and adjusted the amounts by $7,000,000.±  Selectman Batty made a motion to table until October 1st at 5:00p.m., seconded by Selectman Tuttle, motion passed (4-0).

Freedom of Access Laws (FOAA)-Thomas Fortier
Effective 7/1/08 elected officials are required to complete a course of training on the requirements of the Freedom of Access Laws (FOAA).

This training needs to take place before November 1st.  If you conduct a review of the material in the packet you may complete the form stating you have read and understand the material.  The form will be kept at the town office on file with the Clerk.

Selectman action requested to designate the Town Manager as the official voting delegate and Board Chairman as the alternate voting delegate at the Maine Municipal Annual Business meeting.
Town Manager states MMA has an annual meeting October 9th at the Augusta Civic Center.  Selectman Tuttle made a motion to appoint the Town Manager as the designated voting official and Board Chairman as the alternate, seconded by Selectman Beckwith, motion passed (4-0).
