
Absentee ballots are available.  The 

deadline for a voter to request an 

absentee ballot, including a ballot voted 

in the presence of the Clerk, is Thursday 

November 1st, unless the voter 

completes a special circumstances 

application.   

The deadline for voter registration by 

mail or third person was on  October 16, 

2012.  A person who registers during 

the 20 days (starting October 17th) 

before election day or on election day 

must register in person and show proof 

of identity and residency. 

The November 6th State and Municipal 

Election and Referendum will be held at 

the Richmond High School gymnasium.  

The polls will be open from 8:00a.m. to 

8:00p.m. 

Debit/Credit Cards 

The Town Office will be 

accepting debit and credit cards 

by the end of November.  Cards 

will be accepted for all 

transactions.  A convenience fee 

will be assessed to the customer 

at a rate of $1.00 for purchases 

$40.00 and under and 2.5% for 

anything over $40.00.  Cash and 

checks are also accepted.  If a 

check bounces, a certified letter 

is sent to the customer and they 

are charged for the check amount 

plus a $25 returned check fee. 

Future payments can only be 

made by cash or a money order 

if you bounce a check.   

 

Tax Information  

Just a reminder: tax bills are out!  

The first half is due November 

10th.  Interest starts on 

November 13th.  All tax bills are 

mailed to the owners as of April 

1st.  If you sold your property 

after April 1st you can forward 

the tax bill to the new owner.   

 

New homeowners: make sure 

you apply for your Homestead 

Exemption.  After you have 

owned your principal residence 

for one year you are entitled to 

$10,000 off the valuation of your 

property.
